Actions from the previous meeting: 
Agenda 
1 - Anti Bullying 
Miss Woods invited Reuben, Jackson and Jenson along to School Council to discuss an idea. 
They have been meeting at lunch times with Miss Woods to discuss starting an Anti-Bullying Team. They would like to lead it and to do an assembly and perhaps lead on a poster competition. 
Ralph – suggested that no Anti Bullying Leader should bully or behave badly – we all agreed. 
The rest of the children all said that no one should bully at all. Miss Woods shared her hope that our school would be known for its kindness and for not allowing bullying. 

2 - Congratulations

Miss Woods shared that cloakrooms are much tidier now but that some coats and jumpers still need to be named and hung up. Some people are putting their coats on the floor. There was a discussion about the cleaners and Mr Pierce who were being given extra work if we didn’t all work as a team. 

Miss Woods will ask the Teachers (in the staff meeting today), to ask School Councilors to speak to the classes about this.

(At a recent meeting she suggested £300 every 3-4 months)
2 – Could we have a set of ‘Farm volunteers’ who would come in to check on the animals on occasional weekends? 

6 - Lunchtime Leaders 
We have a new trolley – our new ‘Lunchtime Time Leaders’ will help everyone use it properly. 
Gracie (Year 5) has been congratulated on doing a superb job helping other children with their plates. Several adults have mentioned her skills. She has been a very positive leader. Well done Gracie!

7 - Clubs
Miss Woods still has to ask Parent Pond about this and put it in her newsletter. The newsletter is going out this Friday. All the children still think it would be good to ask people to volunteer to run clubs.
