Daily spelling will be based on a
weekly spelling list as well as daily
practise of the Year 1 and 2 common
exception words.

We will practise whole class reading
and comprehension questions based
on ‘The Building Boy’ by Ross
Montgomery and David Litchfield.

We will also enjoy a class story every
day, reading for pleasure time during
the week and some buddy reading
time with children from Year 5.

This term, we will be working
with external coaches in PE
to develop our batting,
fielding and throwing with
accuracy to hit a target.
